Estab. 2005  As our alma mater approached its 50th   

Anniversary milestone, a dedicated group of indi-

viduals pooled their talents and efforts to hold a 

grand celebration for the school and community at 

Landis Field on September 24, 2005.  This one-day 

event renewed our sense of loyalty to Central      

Dauphin and inspired us to create the Central    

Dauphin High School Alumni Association just a 

month later.  With our Mission  Statement (see re-

verse) in mind, we launched our initial project that 

fall, commissioning the production of a 50th Anni-

versary Alumni Directory.  This resulted in a data-

base of information which enables us to assist classes 

with reunion planning and help individual alumni 

contact long-lost classmates.  An updated 55th Anni-

versary edition was published for 2011. 

Another of our goals is to encourage current 

CD students to value their high school experience 

and maintain a connection with the school and one 

another as they journey through their lives.  We es-

tablished a ñSchool Spirit  Scholarshipò which is 

awarded annually to two graduating seniors who not 

only show ñRam Prideò during their student years, 

but also have demonstrated their intention to con-

tinue that pride and loyalty as alumni. 

A major project that is now underway is the 

design and construction of a Veteransô Memorial at 

the new high school campus on Piketown Road.  The 

original monument from the 1960ôs remains at the 

former campus on Locust Lane and this new one will 

honor all of CDôs fallen heroes.
